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DELINQUENT NOTICING
In the past the City has given 4 notices on delinquent accounts before the culinary water is shut-off. In a recent City Council Meeting, a change to the City’s Noticing process was approved by the Mayor and City Council.  There are now only 3 notices that will be sent out before service is terminated on delinquent accounts.    

1st Notice: “Final Notice” is stamped on the Utility Bill and payment of the past due balance is required by the 20th of the month.
2nd Notice: On the 21st of the month, a notice is hand delivered by City Staff requiring payment of the past due balance within 24 hours or water will be shut-off and a $50 administration fee will be assessed to the account.
3rd and Final Notice: On the 22nd of the month a notice is hand delivered by City Staff indicating that the water has been shut-off and the administration fee of $50 has been added to the account balance.  Any payment made on the account must be paid with cash before water service is restored.
These changes will take effect on January 1, 2014.
